Marcin Wasilewski belongs to a long line of excep-
tional pianists curated by the legendary German 
ECM label, including Keith Jarrett, Carla Bley, and 
Bobo Stenson. Wasilewski first gained attention 
in the U.S. with trumpeter Tomasz Stanko’s 2001 
release, Soul Of Things. It was the first of three 
remarkable Stanko albums featuring Wasilewski’s 
band with Slawomir Kurkiewicz and Michal Mis-
kiewicz. In recent years, the astonishing trio has 
established its own identity with two richly melodic 
sessions (Trio and January) focusing on Wasilewski’s 
elegant, impressionistic tunes and a choice selection 
of pop covers.

Scions 
of an esteemed musical family from Nazareth, the 
Palestinian brothers who make up Trio Joubran 
have joined forces to create a unique ensemble.The 
Paris-based siblings weave rhythmically intricate 
and melodically luxuriant improvisations based on 
the classical Arab repertoire. Fellow oud master 
Rahim Alhaj endured years in Saddam Hussain’s Iraq 
before escaping to Jordan. The Albuquerque, NM 
resident performs with percussionist Souhail Kaspar 
on the heels of a Grammy nomination and a new 
album, Home Again.
